e Other related level 1 or 2 qualifications.

The course is made up of the following 7 units and is completed in one academic year.

e Public Service Skills

e Employments in the Uniformed Public Service

e Career Planning for the Public Services

e Improving Health and Fitness for Entry to the Uniformed
Public Service

e Health and Safety in the Public Service Workplace

e Sports and Recreation in the Public Service

e Attending emergency incidents.
